Today we learned that a third student, Mohamed Hassan in Grade 2, has also tested positive for the H1N1 virus.  The school has spoken with the mothers of these students and the situation is under control and they are currently without fever and are recovering at home.
MLS Elementary School will be following the instructions of the Ministry of Education and the Governor of this district which is to suspend learning till the 6th of December.

However, we feel it is of the utmost importance that students continue to be engaged in the learning process.  To achieve this objective we have planned two different learning methods.  They include: 

1. Emergency hard copy packets:

· Emergency packets will be compiled to cover the Language Arts and Math that would have been taught during the period of November 15th to November 25th, 2009.  The Emergency Packets will be ready for distribution on Thursday, November 19, 2009.   
How will the emergency packets be distributed?
· Parents of non-bus students may pick up the emergency packet and student books from 9am to 1pm on Thursday, November 19th, 2009 and Sunday, November 22, 2009.
· Bus students will have the emergency packet and student books delivered to them by their school bus on Thursday, November 19th, 2009.
2. Class webpage: 
· Teachers will post additional learning material that will expand and supplement the emergency packet on their class webpage.  
How will students be able to access their class’ website?

· Students will need to go through the MLS website to access their class’s webpage.  No username or password will be necessary.
