Dear Parents of High & Middle School Students,
We are writing today as we promised to share any information with each of you as parents in an effort to provide accurate and appropriate health and safety information.
Late yesterday after working in conjunction with parents and the medical and educational authorities it has been confirmed that Mohamed Hassan, one of our younger students in grade 2 has tested positive for the H1N1 virus. The school now has three confirmed H1N1 cases, all in the American Division Elementary section. The school has spoken with the parents and the situation is under control and they are currently without fever in stable condition at home. 
For the safety of our students, and to avoid the spread of infection; MLS American Division will be following the instructions of the Ministry of Education and the Governor of this district which is to close the entire school for 15 days effective tomorrow, Tuesday, November 17th, 2009. Students are to return to school on Sunday, December 6th, 2009.
I also request that you ignore any information or rumors from outside the school administration such as Facebook, and other unofficial websites. 
News or updates concerning the health and safety of our students, or the change in the current school status will be communicated immediately to you through our official communication channels such as the Web Site of the School or SMS.

Teachers have done a great deal of work in a short amount of time creating on-line curriculum outlines and assignments to assist in providing our students educational continuity during any period of school closure.
